This was a very 

impressive performance in less than favourable conditions with winds shifting by 80 degrees at times 

and ranging from 10 to 20 knots. 

 

O13 Boys Football report from Mr. Thorne 

On Tuesday WA played Sandys in the semi-final of the KO Cup.  This was unarguably the best team 

we have faced and the match was thrilling with end to end action. 

 

Sandys kicked off and passed the ball around confidently.  They were a well balanced team with 

tremendous pace up front and in the opening stages they tried to run straight at us.  We are not 

undefeated by chance, however, and our defenders stood firm. In the 5
th

 minute we put together an 

attack of our own and a perfectly weighted pass from Amar Lewis allowed Rico Weldon to score and 

give us the early advantage.  Sandys responded almost immediately when one of their players 

unleashed a powerful shot from 25 yards which caught Zarai White, our goal keeper off guard.  The 

game was now 1-1. 
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With both teams battling for every ball this would have made the perfect final and those watching it 

were thoroughly entertained!  Sandys took the advantage in the 20
th

 minute through a mix up in 

defence and at half time the score was 1-2 in Sandys’ favour. 

 

In the 2
nd

 half we put together a tremendous attack down the right flank which allowed Rico’s pace to 

set him free once again.  This time, however, he hit a fierce yet precise cross and Micah Perozzi at full 

stride smashed the equalizer into the net to even the contest once more. Moments later it should have 

been 3-2 in our favour, but an awarded penalty kick was agonizingly hit wide. Not long after we were 

punished by that miss when Sandys capitalized on their own free kick by smashing the resulting shot 

firmly into the roof of our net giving our keeper no chance.  We did not drop our heads, however, and 

battled on with numerous raids coming close.   

 

With the clock ticking down we threw more players forward in hopes of an equalizer.  We came close 

several times, but it also left us exposed and in the dying seconds Sandys scored another to give them a 

4-2 win in what was an extraordinary match. 

 

I congratulate the boys for their efforts and wish Sandys the very best in the FINAL. 

 

Interesting point of note.  11 out of the 15 players dressed for this game are actually under 13 players 

and will play in Tuesday’s semi final in the younger division.  This was our O13 team’s only loss of 

the year and gave Sandys the league title as this game counted twice, but the experience of this game 

will hopefully put us in good stead for our younger opposition this Tuesday against Whitney, a team 

we defeated earlier in the year 4-0.
